Introduction

IIT Bombay has conducted many large-scale teacher training
workshops under the Train 10,000 Teachers (T10KT)
programme, sponsored by the National Mission on
Education through ICT (NMEICT), MHRD, Govt. of India,
and trained over 2,00,000 teachers.

Another successful technology developed at IIT Bombay is
Spoken Tutorial, using which about 50 lakh students have
been trained on various ICT topics. The effectiveness of this
method can be seen from the testimonials available here:
https://spoken-tutorial.org/testimonials/media/?foss=70. The
Spoken Tutorial project is also implemented successfully at
II'T Bombay, with funding from NMEICT, MHRD.

It is now proposed to offer the highly effective Spoken
Tutorial based ICT training to a large number of teachers,
across the country, through the T10KT methodology, with
Moodle training being taken up next. Moodle is a popular
Free/Libre and Open Source ‘Learning Management
System’ (LMS). Moodle is extremely useful to teachers to
organise their course, interact with students through forums,
organise quiz, do the grading, etc. It is very useful to
teachers at all levels: from schools to colleges. It is also
available free of cost.

The Moodle workshop is organised by the Teaching
Learning Centre (ICT) at IIT Bombay, under the scheme of
the 'Pandit Madan Mohan Malaviya National Mission on
Teachers and Teaching' (PMMMNMTT), MHRD, Govt. of
India. As Spoken Tutorial method offers hands on practice,
with 100% active learning, teachers who undergo this
training will be able to start using Moodle immediately after
the workshop.

The one day Moodle workshop will be conducted on
Friday, 15 March 2019, through 106 Remote Centres of
T10KT.

This training will be provided to two kinds of participants:

l. Teachers: They will be given training on how to
use Moodle and to create and deliver courses online
to their students. More details of this are given in
the topic list.

Il. System administrators: They will be given
training on Moodle installation, and how to
configure and set-up Moodle.

Methodology of the Workshop

It will be a one day workshop, on 15 March 2019. All
participants will have to go to their chosen Remote
Centre. They will learn Moodle through Spoken
Tutorials, with help from Coordinators, already trained
for this purpose at IIT Bombay. As the learning will
happen only through carefully designed Spoken
Tutorials at 11T Bombay, the quality of learning will be
very high. All the participants, from all the Remote
Centres, will be able to interact with the Moodle team
at IIT Bombay, ask them questions, etc., through the
video conferencing software A-VIEW. There will be
about 4 hours available for Moodle training and 2 hours
for interactions.

Moodle has many built-in features ranging from the
basics such as file upload, assignments, quizzes,
notifications and advanced features such as forums,
quizzes, wiki, etc. that can be used by learners. It also
has many easy-to-install plug-ins such as attendance,
reminders, analytics, etc., to supplement these features.

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Getting ready for Moodle installation

To follow the installation procedure, you need to be connected to the internet.
Locate the tutorial Getting ready for Moodle installation.
This tutorial explains the prerequisites for installing Moodle on Ubuntu Linux OS.

At 0.50 the tutorial mentions the system prerequisites for installing Moodle. Make sure you have the
right configuration machine.

At 2.28 the tutorial explains to check whether XAMPP installation is already installed in your Ubuntu
Linux system.

At 4:02 the tutorial shows to check the version of PHP on your system.

At 4:50 the tutorial shows to check the version of MariaDB on your system.
At 7:00 the tutorial shows that the XAMPP is running successfully.

At 7:12 the tutorial explains to add a user and create a database for Moodle.

Follow the instruction from 7:12 and proceed to do the setup as shown in the tutorial.

Installing Moodle on Local Server

. Locate the tutorial Installing Moodle on Local Server.

At 1:44 the tutorial explains how to launch XAMPP and to check the DOCUMENT_ROOT path where
the Moodle has to be installed.

At 2:48 the tutorial explains to go to the official website of Moodle which is www.moodle.org
To follow our tutorial, Moodle 3.3 can be downloaded from the link: http://www.spoken-tutorial.iitb.ac.in/moodle
Follow the instruction from 2:57 and proceed ahead.

At 10:23, the tutorial shows some error under Other Check option. If you get the same error, please
refer to the Additional reading material link of this tutorial for solution.

Proceed with the setups as shown in the tutorial and complete the installation.

8. At 14:10, we can see the Moodle site which is ready to use.

2 The procedure to install Moodle on Windows 10

2.1 Follow the given steps

1. To follow the installation procedure, you need to be connected to the internet.

2. Go to the given link to download moodle:
https://download.moodle.org/download.php/windows/MoodleWindowsInstaller-latest-33.zip

3. Open file explorer by pressing Windows + E. Browse to the folder where you have saved the Moodle
zip file.

4. Create a folder Moodle in C drive. Right-click on the zip file and select Extract All. Click on Browse
option and select C drive and then Moodle folder. (eg: C:\Moodle). Click on the Next button.

5. Go to the Moodle folder.

6. Double click on Start Moodle application. It will open command prompt and start the Apache and
MySql services.

7. If firewall is enabled, a dialog box appears. Click ”Allow access”

8. To check whether Apache and MySql services are started, go to C:\Moodle \server and open xampp-
control application. This will open xampp control panel. Select language from the language dialog
box. Click on Save.

9. Open browser and type localhost in the url. This will redirect to Moodle installation page.

10. Choose a language. English is the default. Click on ”Next” button.
